Psalm Sunday; not quite what it seems.
10 April, 2022

Psalm Sunday is one of those Events that are somewhat misunderstood. 
Some think this was when Jesus was offering Himself as Messiah.
Some think this was a re-offer of the Kingdom.
Neither of these is right
Why?
Because it is too late for that! 
About a year and a half too late

Matt 12:22-45 (Handout)
They have already rejected Jesus as Messiah and judgement is already coming  
Luke 19:41 Now as He drew near, He saw the city and wept over it, 42 saying, “If you had known, even you, especially in this your day, the things that make for your peace! But now they are hidden from your eyes. 43 “For days will come upon you when your enemies will build an embankment around you, surround you and close you in on every side, 

44 “and level you, and your children within you, to the ground; and they will not leave in you one stone upon another, because you did not know the time of your visitation.” (Also see Luke 21:20-24)
So, what is Palm Sunday? 
Exod 12:3 “Speak to all the congregation of Israel, saying: ‘On the tenth of this month (Nisan) every man shall take for himself a lamb, according to the house of his father, a lamb for a household.

4 ‘And if the household is too small for the lamb, let him and his neighbor next to his house take it according to the number of the persons; according to each man’s need you shall make your count for the lamb. 
5 ‘Your lamb shall be without blemish, a male of the first year. You may take it from the sheep or from the goats. 6 ‘Now you shall keep it until the fourteenth day of the same month. Then the whole assembly of the congregation of Israel shall kill it at twilight.

This is Palm Sunday the day the lamb of God is chosen and then for 4 days tested. 
1Pet 1:18 knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers,
1Pet 1:19 but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.
Jesus is now being tested to show He is without spot or blemish


His power over creation
Mark 11:2 and He said to them, “Go into the village opposite you; and as soon as you have entered it you will find a colt tied, on which no one has sat. Loose it and bring it.
This also fulfills this prophecy: 
Zechariah 9:9 “Rejoice greatly, O daughter of Zion! Shout, O daughter of Jerusalem! Behold, your King is coming to you;

He is just and having salvation, Lowly and riding on a donkey, A colt, the foal of a donkey.
2. The masses announce Him
Be it rocks or people the Messiah is announced to confound the unbelievers
 Matt 21:9 Then the multitudes who went before and those who followed cried out, saying: “Hosanna to the Son of David! ‘Blessed is He who comes in the name of the LORD!’ Hosanna in the highest!”

This happens often: 
Matt 21:15 But when the chief priests and scribes saw the wonderful things that He did, and the children crying out in the temple and saying, “Hosanna to the Son of David!” they were indignant
Matt 21:16 and said to Him, “Do You hear what these are saying?” And Jesus said to them, “Yes. Have you never read, ‘Out of the mouth of babes and nursing infants You have perfected praise’?”

John 19:19 Now Pilate wrote a title and put it on the cross. And the writing was: JESUS OF NAZARETH, THE KING OF THE JEWS. 20 Then many of the Jews read this title, for the place where Jesus was crucified was near the city; and it was written in Hebrew, Greek, and Latin. 
21 Therefore the chief priests of the Jews said to Pilate, “Do not write, ‘The King of the Jews,’ but, ‘He said, “I am the King of the Jews.” ’ 22 Pilate answered, “What I have written, I have written.”

Psalms 2:1 WHY do the nations rage, And the people plot a vain thing? 2 The kings of the earth set themselves, And the rulers take counsel together, Against the LORD and against His Anointed, saying, 3“Let us break Their bonds in pieces And cast away Their cords from us.”
4 He who sits in the heavens shall laugh; The LORD shall hold them in derision.5 Then He shall speak to them in His wrath, And distress them in His deep displeasure: 6 “Yet I have set My King On My holy hill of Zion.”

Still, THE TRUTH REMAINS!
John 1:29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him, and said, 
“Behold! The Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world!
3. The Priests and Elders 
Mat 21:23-22:14;
Mark 11:27-12:12; 
Luke 20:1-19

Luke 20:2 and spoke to Him, saying, “Tell us, by what authority are You doing these things? Or who is he who gave You this authority?”
Jesus counters! 
Luke 20:3 But He answered and said to them, “I also will ask you one thing, and answer Me: 4 “The baptism of John–was it from heaven or from men?” 
Luke 20:7,8 So they answered that they did not know where it was from.
And Jesus said to them, “Neither will I tell you by what authority I do these things.”

Then He tells 3 parables to them 
Matthew 21:28-32 (2 sons)
Mat 21:33-46 (Owner of the vineyard)
He sent the prophets to warn of the exile
He sent the prophets after the exile
He sent John the Baptist
He sent His SON 
All were rejected and the Son killed
Mat 22:1-14 (Wedding invite)
Luke 20:16 Judgement

Luke 20:16 “He will come and destroy those vinedressers and give the vineyard to others.” And when they heard it they said, “Certainly not!”
Luke 20:18 “Whoever falls on that stone will be broken; but on whomever it falls, it will grind him to powder.” (70 AD)
4. Pharisee’s and Herodians:Mat 22:15-22; Mark 12:13-17; Luke 20:20-26 
Mark 12:14 When they had come, they said to Him, “Teacher, we know that You are true, and care about no one; 

for You do not regard the person of men, but teach the way of God in truth. Is it lawful to pay taxes to Caesar, or not? 15 “Shall we pay, or shall we not pay?” But He, knowing their hypocrisy, said to them, “Why do you test Me? Bring Me a denarius that I may see it.”
16 So they brought it. And He said to them, “Whose image and inscription is this?” They said to Him, “Caesar’s.”           17 And Jesus answered and said to them, 

“Render to Caesar the things that are Caesar’s, and to God the things that are God’s.” And they marveled at Him.
5. Sadducees: Mat 22:23-33;                          Mark 12:18-27; Luke 20:27-40
“The old tricky dead brother whose wife, is she?”
Matt 22:24 saying: “Teacher, Moses said that if a man dies, having no children, his brother shall marry his wife and raise up offspring for his brother.

Jesus silences them
Luke 20:40 But after that they dared not question Him anymore.
6. Pharisees: Mat 22:34-40; Mark 12:28-34
The last group isn’t given anything to argue with 
Matt 22:37 Jesus said to him, “‘You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart, with all your soul, and with all your mind.’ 38 “This is the first and great commandment. 

39 “And the second is like it: ‘You shall love your neighbor as yourself.’ 
Matt 22:40 “On these two commandments hang all the Law and the Prophets.”
Matt 22:46 And no one was able to answer Him a word, nor from that day on did anyone dare question Him anymore.
The Lamb was tested and without blemish
