This is a review of what we have learned so far in the Old Testament. 
The OT goes from Genesis 1:1—Malachi 4:6
Exactly 77% of the Bible is the OT
The top 4 New Test books quote the OT
Romans -74
Hebrews -86
Matthew- 96
Revelations -249

The New Testament quotes it 845 times!
All books of the OT from Genesis to Malachi historically fit between the books of Genesis to Nehemiah 
Malachi was the last of the OT prophets historically around 400BC
And Malachi ends with the DAY OF THE LORD and the coming of Elijah 
Which the Jews are still waiting for… 

Mal 4:5 Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet Before the coming of the great and dreadful day of the LORD.6 And he will turn The hearts of the fathers to the children, And the hearts of the children to their fathers, Lest I come and strike the earth with a curse.”
All the OT books fit “historically” between Genesis – Nehemiah 
Genesis (eternity past) – Malachi around (400BC)


In Genesis there are 4 events

1. Creation
2. Fall
3. Flood
4. Babel 
Chapters 1-11 describe these 4 events

In Genesis there are 4 people 
1. Abraham
2. Isaac
3. Jacob
4.  Joseph 
Chapters 12-50 describe these 4 people 
11 Chapters in Genesis to explain the past
38 Chapters in Genesis to explain God’s dealing with 4 people. 
The first 11 chapters deal with the preservation of humanity
The next 38 chapters deal with the preservation of a people
In Genesis there are 4 covenants 


  4 Covenants 
	Edenic covenant
	Adamic Covenant        all in chap 1-11
	Noahic Covenant
	Abrahamic Covenant     in chap 12-50
In each covenant we see 3 things:
Man’s failure
God’s grace
God’s redemption/remedy 

The Abrahamic covenant was key
Gen 22:16 and said: “By Myself I have sworn, says the LORD, because you have done this thing, and have not withheld your son, your only son–
17 “blessing I will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply your descendants as the stars of the heaven and as the sand which is on the seashore; and your descendants shall possess the gate of their enemies. 

18 “In your seed all the nations of the earth shall be blessed, because you have obeyed My voice.” 
Now God raises up 
1. People- (Gen 12-50)
2. Law- (Exodus, Leviticus, Numbers Deuteronomy.)  
3. Land- (Joshua, Judges, Samuel, Kings’ Chronicles) 

Between Joseph and Moses, Israel increases from 72 people to about 2 million in 275 years! 
1. People
2. LAW
3. Land
These are now the times of Moses and the Law which will last about 1,600 years.
During these 1600 years there will be the issuing of the Land Covenant, the Davidic Covenant, and the New Covenant. 


People has been accomplished
Law is being accomplished
Land has yet to be accomplished
Moses’ history and calling (Exodus 1-3)
The destruction of Egypt through 10 plagues (Exodus 4-14)
Crossing the Red Sea with celebrations (Exodus 14-15.)
Complaining begins (Exodus 15)
Israel at MT Sinai and the Law being given (Exodus 19-31)

4. The golden calf incident and Moses' meeting with God (Exodus 32-33)
5. The covenant renewed and the building of the tabernacle, priests, and dress of the Priests.  (Exodus 34-40)
Red Sea - Wanderings 
Exodus chapter 15-Numbers chapter 14:44
Red sea generation dies out 
New wilderness generation under Joshua
 


Judges/Theocracy and there are 12 of these crazy cycles or 12 cycles of judges.
It ends when one judge named Samuel appears and by the grace of God the Theocracy ends with hope.
1Sam 2:26 And the child Samuel grew in stature, and in favor both with the LORD and men. 1Sam 3:19 So Samuel grew, and the LORD was with him and let none of his words fall to the ground.20 And all Israel from Dan to Beersheba knew that Samuel had been established as a prophet of the LORD.
