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· Ahaziah the son of Ahab Is wicked just like his daddy. He falls through a lattice and severely injures himself. Asks false gods whether he will live. God pronounces judgment on him through Elijah.
2 Kings 1:3 But the angel of the LORD said to Elijah the Tishbite, “Arise, go up to meet the messengers of the king of Samaria, and say to them, ‘‘Is it because there is no God in Israel that you are going to inquire of Baal-Zebub, the god of Ekron?’ 

4 “Now therefore, thus says the LORD: ‘You shall not come down from the bed to which you have gone up, but you shall surely die.’ ” So Elijah departed. 
Ahaziah king of Israel sends a group of 50 to retrieve Elijah and each time they get burnt up.
Elijah eventually is retrieved but pronounces judgment. The king dies.
· Jehoram/Joram becomes king teams up with Judah’s Jehoshaphat to fight Moab they almost die of thirst. Elisha has them dig pits and these fill with water,

They destroy the army of Moab. He gets rid of baal worship but dies by Jehu shooting him dead with an arrow.
· Jehu is God’s judgment on Ahab.
· Kills Ahab’s two sons Joram king of Israel and Ahaziah king of Judah
· Kills Jezebel
· Kills all 70 of Ahab’s sons
· Kills Ahaziah”s 42 brothers
· Kills every single baal prophet


6. Destroys baal temple and makes it a garbage heap.
7. Ends baal in Israel
But he continues in Jeroboam’s sin and does not follow the Law. So, Syria begins to gobble up Israel little by little. 
· Jehoahaz who was the son of Jehu rules for 17 years and it is during his reign that the northern kingdom is really reduced. He still worship the golden calf and practices idolatry and leaves the Asherah pole. 

2 Kings 13:3 Then the anger of the LORD was aroused against Israel, and He delivered them into the hand of Hazael king of Syria, and into the hand of Ben-Hadad the son of Hazael, all their days. 
7 For He left of the army of Jehoahaz only fifty horsemen, ten chariots, and ten thousand foot soldiers; for the king of Syria had destroyed them and made them like the dust at threshing. 
He dies and his son Jehoash reigns


· Jehoash bad king wicked and corrupt
· Jeroboam bad, and worse he reigns 41  years!!!!!! Restores the border of Israel.
· Zechariah the wicked son of Jeroboam reigns 6 months and is killed by Shallum.
· Shallum reigns a month killed bywicked Menahem.
· Menahem reigns 10 years and is wicked and brutal he fulfills this prophecy: 
Hosea 13:16 Samaria is held guilty, For she has rebelled against her God.

They shall fall by the sword, Their infants shall be dashed in pieces, And their women with child ripped open. 
The empire of Assyria is now at the door for Israel God has warned them and warned them repeatedly through Elijah, Elisha, Amos and Hosea.
Menahem pays off the empire of Assyria 
So that he can remain in power.
· Pekahiah reigns 2 years and is killed by his own officer Pekah


· Pekah reigns 20 years but it is nearing the end and Assyria takes many away. Hoshea kills him and this is the last king.
· Hoshea reigns 9 years and is a vassal to Assyria paying tribute money. Makes a conspiracy with Egypt and the Assyrians find out and he is bound in prison.
The Assyrians take Israel away! 
God’s judgment against Israel: 2 kings 17:7-41. 
7 For so it was that the children of Israel had sinned against the LORD their God, 

who had brought them up out of the land of Egypt, from under the hand of Pharaoh king of Egypt; and they had feared other gods, 8 and had walked in the statutes of the nations whom the LORD had cast out from before the children of Israel, and of the kings of Israel, which they had made.
 9 Also the children of Israel secretly did against the LORD their God things that were not right, and they built for themselves high places in all their cities, from watchtower to fortified city. 

10 They set up for themselves sacred pillars and wooden images on every high hill and under every green tree. 11 There they burned incense on all the high places, like the nations whom the LORD had carried away before them; and they did wicked things to provoke the LORD to anger, 
12 for they served idols, of which the LORD had said to them, “You shall not do this thing.” 


God warned them 210 years to make for righteousness, but they refused and instead choose evil. In the end they lost their sense of direction, their economy, their military, their leadership, their stability, and another nation removed them from the scene. 
Don’t think America can remain on its present course and not escape the same fate. 
The end of Israel came with increases in violence, conspiracy, instability, and 

disruptions of every kind. Normal was no longer possible. The good times were really over for good! 
Your choices in this life: 
· Ignore God and His commands, do what is right in your own eyes… and I guarantee your family will pay the cost with payments you were not willing to make.
Job 4:8 Even as I have seen, Those who plow iniquity And sow trouble reap the same. 


Hosea 10:13 You have plowed wickedness; You have reaped iniquity. You have eaten the fruit of lies, Because you trusted in your own way, In the multitude of your mighty men. 
14 Therefore tumult shall arise among your people, And all your fortresses shall be plundered As Shalman plundered Beth Arbel in the day of battle– A mother dashed in pieces upon her children. 


OR… 
Psalm 78:7 That they may set their hope in God, And not forget the works of God, 
But keep His commandments; 
8 And may not be like their fathers, A stubborn and rebellious generation, A generation that did not set its heart aright, And whose spirit was not faithful to God. 
1 Tim 6:11 But you, O man of God, flee these things and pursue righteousness, 

godliness, faith, love, patience, gentleness. 12 Fight the good fight of faith, lay hold on eternal life, to which you were also called and have confessed the good confession in the presence of many witnesses. 
1 Tim 6:14 that you keep this commandment without spot, blameless until our Lord Jesus Christ’s appearing, 15 which He will manifest in His own time, He who is the blessed and only Potentate, the King of kings and Lord of lords, 

16 who alone has immortality, dwelling in unapproachable light, whom no man has seen or can see, to whom be honor and everlasting power. Amen.
