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The next king of Judah, Jehoshaphat’s son.
Also, the name of the king in the north about the same time
Also, they are brother's in-law to each other
Also, marries Athaliah the daughter of king Ahab and sister of Joram of the North. 
He’s wicked

Rules 12 years
Kills all his brothers, acts just like his father in-law.
Elijah sends a letter to him..
2 Chr 21:12 And a letter came to him from Elijah the prophet, saying, Thus says the LORD God of your father David: Because you have not walked in the ways of Jehoshaphat your father, or in the ways of Asa king of Judah, 13 but have walked in the way of the kings of Israel, 

and have made Judah and the inhabitants of Jerusalem to play the harlot like the harlotry of the house of Ahab, and also have killed your brothers, those of your father’s household, who were better than yourself, 
14 behold, the LORD will strike your people with a serious affliction–your children, your wives, and all your possessions; 15 and you will become very sick with a disease of your intestines, until your intestines come out by reason of the sickness, day by day. 

16 Moreover the LORD stirred up against Jehoram the spirit of the Philistines and the Arabians who were near the Ethiopians. 
17 And they came up into Judah and invaded it, and carried away all the possessions that were found in the king’s house, and also his sons and his wives, so that there was not a son left to him except Jehoahaz, the youngest of his sons. 18 After all this the LORD struck him in his intestines with an incurable disease. 

19 Then it happened in the course of time, after the end of two years, that his intestines came out because of his sickness; so he died in severe pain. And his people made no burning for him, like the burning for his fathers. 
Ahaziah/Jehoahaz
Rules for less than a year; he’s wicked!
Meets up with Jehu… 
The result is like anyone else who is on Jehu’s hit list.

2 Chr 22:8 And it happened, when Jehu was executing judgment on the house of Ahab, and found the princes of Judah and the sons of Ahaziah’s brothers who served Ahaziah, that he killed them. 
9 Then he searched for Ahaziah; and they caught him (he was hiding in Samaria), and brought him to Jehu. When they had killed him, they buried him, “because,” they said, “he is the son of Jehoshaphat, who sought the LORD with all his heart.” 

So the house of Ahaziah had no one to assume power over the kingdom. 
Enter the mother Athaliah (Jezebel the second) She is wicked and as soon as she finds out her son is dead; she kills anyone who might challenge that in order that she is queen. 
One little baby escapes; Jehoash/Joash and he is the rightful king. Athaliah is killed when baby Joash appears after 6 years. He is 7 when he begins his reign under Jehoiada the priest.  

Jehoash/Joash is a good king as long as his counselor and priest Jehoiada is alive.
He reigns 40 years but when Jehoiada dies
problems start… 
2 Chr 24:17 Now after the death of Jehoiada the leaders of Judah came and bowed down to the king. And the king listened to them. 18 Therefore they left the house of the LORD God of their fathers, and served wooden images and idols; and wrath came upon Judah and Jerusalem because of their trespass. 

19 Yet He sent prophets to them, to bring them back to the LORD; and they testified against them, but they would not listen. 
Instead, they stone Jehoiada the priest’s son because he confronted them.
Joash’s reign ends in disaster and is killed by his own servants.
Amaziah rules 29 years and is a b- King but at least he doesn’t get an Ahab F! but… 2 Chr 25:2 And he did what was right in the sight of the LORD, but not with a loyal heart. 


He fights against Israel loses and rules another 15 years eventually killed by assassins.

Uzziah/Azariah one of the good kings for 52 years
2 Chr 26:4 And he did what was right in the sight of the LORD, according to all that his father Amaziah had done. 5 He sought God in the days of Zechariah, who had understanding in the visions of God; and as long as he sought the LORD, God made him prosper. 
BUT………..

16 But when he was strong his heart was lifted up, to his destruction, for he transgressed against the LORD his God by entering the temple of the LORD to burn incense on the altar of incense. 
The priests went after him for only they were allowed to do that!
He gets angry and leprosy breaks out on him.
2 Chr 26:21 King Uzziah was a leper until the day of his death. He dwelt in an isolated house, because he was a leper; 

for he was cut off from the house of the LORD. Then Jotham his son was over the king’s house, judging the people of the land. 
This passage in Isaiah 6 is interesting because both Isaiah and Uzziah discovered the holiness of God.
Isa 6:1 In the year that King Uzziah died, I saw the Lord sitting on a throne, high and lifted up, and the train of His robe filled the temple.

2 Above it stood seraphim; each one had six wings: with two he covered his face, with two he covered his feet, and with two he flew. 3 And one cried to another and said: “Holy, holy, holy is the LORD of hosts; The whole earth is full of His glory!”
 4 And the posts of the door were shaken by the voice of him who cried out, and the house was filled with smoke. 5 So I said: “Woe is me, for I am undone! Because I am a man of unclean lips, 

And I dwell in the midst of a people of unclean lips; For my eyes have seen the King, The LORD of hosts.” 6 Then one of the seraphim flew to me, having in his hand a live coal which he had taken with the tongs from the altar. 
Uzziah responded in pride and Isaiah responds in repentant humility.
Uzziah became leprous Isaiah became forgiven. 


Isa 6:7 And he touched my mouth with it, and said: “Behold, this has touched your lips; Your iniquity is taken away, And your sin purged.” 
Church it’s the same today!
John 3:36 “He who believes in the Son has everlasting life; and he who does not believe the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.” 
1 Thess 1:10 and to wait for His Son from heaven, whom He raised from the dead, even Jesus who delivers us from the wrath to come. 

Each verse demonstrates humility or pride
(Humility) John 3:36 “He who believes in the Son has everlasting life; 
(Pride) and he who does not believe the Son shall not see life, but the wrath of God abides on him.” 
(Humility) 1 Thess 1:10 and to wait for His Son from heaven, whom He raised from the dead, even Jesus who delivers us 
(Pride) from the wrath to come. 

Romans 9:33 As it is written: “Behold, I lay in Zion a stumbling stone and rock of offense, And whoever believes on Him will not be put to shame.” 
(Pride), those who stumble and are offended by the gospel
(Humility), those who believe on Jesus!
