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We left Elijah last week on Mt Carmel.
The 3-year drought is coming to an end and there is a severe famine in the land. Elijah has Ahab gather 450 baal prophets
For the showdown: 
1 Kings 18:22 Then Elijah said to the people, “I alone am left a prophet of the LORD; but Baal’s prophets are four hundred and fifty men. 23 “Therefore let them give us two bulls; and let them choose one bull for themselves, cut it in pieces, and lay it on the wood, but put no fire under it; 

and I will prepare the other bull, and lay it on the wood, but put no fire under it. 24 “Then you call on the name of your gods, and I will call on the name of the LORD; and the God who answers by fire, He is God.” So all the people answered and said, “It is well spoken.” 
They get first ups and for about 12 hours try to get baal to answer
Finally, Elijah says, maybe he is taking a restroom break!

29 And when midday was past, they prophesied until the time of the offering of the evening sacrifice. But there was no voice; no one answered, no one paid attention. 
God Almighty does answer! 
1 Kings 18:37 “Hear me, O LORD, hear me, that this people may know that You are the LORD God, and that You have turned their hearts back to You again.”

38 Then the fire of the LORD fell and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood and the stones and the dust, and it licked up the water that was in the trench. 39 Now when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces; and they said, “The LORD, He is God! The LORD, He is God!” 
1112 degrees Fahrenheit rocks melt, soil burns.
All baal prophets are killed 
It starts to rain 

Elijah has a great victory, outruns a horse and then…
1 Kings 19:2 Then Jezebel sent a messenger to Elijah, saying, “So let the gods do to me, and more also, if I do not make your life as the life of one of them by tomorrow about this time.” 3 And when he saw that, he arose and ran for his life, and went to Beersheba, which belongs to Judah, and left his servant there. 
1. Spiritual battles can make you weary!
2. Intense prayer

Crying out to God 
Trying to keep everyone else who is treading water along with you, from going under.
Maintaining faith during spiritual battles is not easy. When others around you are struggling
Elijah said, “I’m done” 
1 Kings 19:4 But he himself went a day’s journey into the wilderness, and came and sat down under a broom tree. 

And he prayed that he might die, and said, “It is enough! Now, LORD, take my life, for I am no better than my fathers!” 
2. The disciples fell asleep 
Mark 14:37 Then He came and found them sleeping, and said to Peter, “Simon, 
are you sleeping? Could you not watch one hour? 38 “Watch and pray, lest you enter into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 39 Again He went away and prayed, and spoke the same words. 

40 And when He returned, He found them asleep again, for their eyes were heavy; and they did not know what to answer Him. 
3. Jesus said “It is enough”
41 Then He came the third time and said to them, “Are you still sleeping and resting? It is enough! The hour has come; behold, the Son of Man is being betrayed into the hands of sinners. 42 “Rise, let us be going. See, My betrayer is at hand.” 

God’s word to Elijah first is physical
1 Kings 19:5 Then as he lay and slept under a broom tree, suddenly an angel touched him, and said to him, “Arise and eat.” 6 Then he looked, and there by his head was a cake baked on coals, and a jar of water. So he ate and drank, and lay down again. 
Next God must get his thinking correct
19:10 So he said, “I have been very zealous for the LORD God of hosts; for the children of Israel have forsaken Your covenant,

torn down Your altars, and killed Your prophets with the sword. I alone am left; and they seek to take my life.” 
God sends in the reinforcements
1Kgs 19:11 Then He said, “Go out, and stand on the mountain before the LORD.” And behold, the LORD passed by, and a great and strong wind tore into the mountains and broke the rocks in pieces before the LORD, but the LORD was not in the wind; and after the wind an earthquake, but the LORD was not in the earthquake;

12 and after the earthquake a fire, but the LORD was not in the fire; and after the fire a still small voice. 13 So it was, when Elijah heard it, that he wrapped his face in his mantle and went out and stood in the entrance of the cave. Suddenly a voice came to him, and said, “What are you doing here, Elijah?” 
14 And he said, “I have been very zealous for the LORD God of hosts; because the children of Israel have forsaken Your covenant, 

torn down Your altars, and killed Your prophets with the sword. I alone am left; and they seek to take my life.” 
Wind: 
1 Kings 19:15 Then the LORD said to him: “Go, return on your way to the Wilderness of Damascus; and when you arrive, anoint Hazael as king over Syria. 
Hazael will beat against Israel until they are broken down considerably 


Fire:
19:16 “Also you shall anoint Jehu the son of Nimshi as king over Israel. 
Jehu will completely consume Ahab’s family 
Earthquake:
16 And Elisha the son of Shaphat of Abel Meholah you shall anoint as prophet in your place.
Where he shows up things shake up and many die in his calling down judgement.

The still small voice? God is only in this!
18 “Yet I have reserved seven thousand in Israel, all whose knees have not bowed to Baal, and every mouth that has not kissed him.” 
This begins the whole doctrine of the remnant and will extend to Messiah 
Romans 11:3 “LORD, they have killed Your prophets and torn down Your altars, and I alone am left, and they seek my life”? 4 But what does the divine response say to him?

“I have reserved for Myself seven thousand men who have not bowed the knee to Baal.” 
5 Even so then, at this present time there is a remnant according to the election of grace. 
Romans 9:27 Isaiah also cries out concerning Israel: “Though the number of the children of Israel be as the sand of the sea, The remnant will be saved.  

Today we see the witness of God performing a mighty miracle which previous generations did not get to see.
Romans 11:28 Concerning the gospel they are enemies for your sake, but concerning the election they are beloved for the sake of the fathers. 29 For the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable. 
Ezek 20:32 “What you have in your mind shall never be, when you say, ‘We will be like the Gentiles, like the families in other countries, serving wood and stone.’

33 “As I live,” says the Lord GOD, “surely with a mighty hand, with an outstretched arm, and with fury poured out, I will rule over you. 
34 “I will bring you out from the peoples and gather you out of the countries where you are scattered, with a mighty hand, with an outstretched arm, and with fury poured out.
