


Kings of Judah: The Good, bad, really good, and really bad
September 4, 2022

Today we are going to learn about the good, the bad, the really good and the just plain ugly!
After king Uzziah dies his son Jotham reigns for 16 years. 
· Jotham, an unsung hero, is a good king but not much is written on him. He built a lot of cities and fortresses and won many battles.
2 Chr 27:2 And he did what was right in the sight of the LORD,

according to all that his father Uzziah had done (although he did not enter the temple of the LORD). 
But still the people acted corruptly. 
2 kings 15:35 However the high places were not removed; the people still sacrificed and burned incense on the high places. He built the Upper Gate of the house of the LORD. 
· Ahaz the son of Jotham was awful!
Worshiped the baals 

Sacrificed his children to the fire
2 Chr 28:19 For the LORD brought Judah low because of Ahaz king of Israel, for he had encouraged moral decline in Judah and had been continually unfaithful to the LORD. 
Gets invaded and plundered by Syria, Edomites, and the Philistines. He loses to Israel, yet his people are spared and returned because of God’s mercy 
Yet through all this does he repent?

2 Chr 28:22 Now in the time of his distress King Ahaz became increasingly unfaithful to the LORD. This is that King Ahaz. 
23 For he sacrificed to the gods of Damascus which had defeated him, saying, “Because the gods of the kings of Syria help them, I will sacrifice to them that they may help me.” But they were the ruin of him and of all Israel. 
27 So Ahaz rested with his fathers, and they buried him in the city, in Jerusalem; 

but they did not bring him into the tombs of the kings of Israel. Then Hezekiah his son reigned in his place.                              THE END!
The 5-fold prophecy of Amos to Israel will also come true for Judah.
Amos 4:6 “Also I gave you cleanness of teeth in all your cities. And lack of bread in all your places; Yet you have not returned to Me,” Says the LORD. 
7 “I also withheld rain from you, When there were still three months to the harvest. I made it rain on one city, 

I withheld rain from another city. One part was rained upon, And where it did not rain the part withered. 8 So two or three cities wandered to another city to drink water, But they were not satisfied; Yet you have not returned to Me,” Says the LORD 
9 “I blasted you with blight and mildew. When your gardens increased, Your vineyards, Your fig trees, And your olive trees, The locust devoured them; Yet you have not returned to Me,” Says the LORD. 

10 “I sent among you a plague after the manner of Egypt; Your young men I killed with a sword, Along with your captive horses; I made the stench of your camps come up into your nostrils; Yet you have not returned to Me,” Says the LORD. 
11 “I overthrew some of you, As God overthrew Sodom and Gomorrah, And you were like a firebrand plucked from the burning; Yet you have not returned to Me,” Says the LORD. 

12 “Therefore thus will I do to you, O Israel; Because I will do this to you, Prepare to meet your God, O Israel!” 
But before all this, God is merciful to Judah and raises up probably one of the best Kings outside of David
· The King called Hezekiah!  
2 Chr 29:2 And he did what was right in the sight of the LORD, according to all that his father David had done. 
He literally reverses all the Evil practices of the last kings


1. Cleans up the temple, all idols and unclean things are burnt, broken and  destroyed.
2. The priests get sanctified
3. The Temple is reinstated and functioning
4. They Celebrate Passover
 2 Chr 30:25 The whole assembly of Judah rejoiced, also the priests and Levites, all the assembly that came from Israel, the sojourners who came from the land of Israel, and those who dwelt in Judah. 

26 So there was great joy in Jerusalem, for since the time of Solomon the son of David, king of Israel, there had been nothing like this in Jerusalem. 
It is a complete turning around!
2 Chr 31:20 Thus Hezekiah did throughout all Judah, and he did what was good and right and true before the LORD his God. 21 And in every work that he began in the service of the house of God, in the law and in the commandment, to seek his God, he did it with all his heart. So he prospered. 

As soon as things are revived and righteous, the spiritual attack comes!
Here comes Sennacherib who literally in his words, actions and threats sound and acts just like satan! He lies, distorts, accuses and threatens Jerusalem and all the people. 
Every revival that has ever been on the face of the earth eventually is attacked.
This scene and the events mimic virtually every spiritual battle we face. 



2 Chr 32:1-21
1. Hezekiah sets the tone of the battle in faith
32:7 “Be strong and courageous; do not be afraid nor dismayed before the king of Assyria, nor before all the multitude that is with him; for there are more with us than with him. 
8 “With him is an arm of flesh; but with us is the LORD our God, to help us and to fight our battles.” And the people were strengthened by the words of Hezekiah king of Judah. 

Vs 10 Sennacherib threatens and tries to create doubt
Vs 12 tries to distort the truth
Vs 13-15 tries to create despair by using a mix of some facts and lies.
Vs 17-18 He attacks, blasphemes and slanders the power of God.
They stand strong and then this happens:
32:21 Then the LORD sent an angel who cut down every mighty man of valor, leader, and captain in the camp of the king of Assyria. 

So he returned shamefaced to his own land. And when he had gone into the temple of his god, some of his own offspring struck him down with the sword there.

Eph 6:10 Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the power of His might.  11 Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. 
12 For we do not wrestle against flesh and blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly places. 13 Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may be able to withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. 

14 Stand therefore, having girded your waist with truth, having put on the breastplate of righteousness, 15 and having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace; 
16 above all, taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked one. 17 And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God; 

18 praying always with all prayer and supplication in the Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all the saints– 
All this armor IS THE WORD OF GOD!
