Final things to learn from Nehemiah
16 July 2023

Protecting yourselves from bitterness and a hard heart!
God is Holy, He is set apart, there is no one like Him who deserves to be worshiped. 
Nehemiah 9, Ezra 9, and Dan 9 all give us the truth of the true God, worship and prayer. 
Over the last 5000 years, man’s definition of worship is highly confused/perverted and corrupt. Man is completely wicked, violent and lost without the one true God. Nehemiah reminds us who HE is. 

God’s uniqueness and holiness!
Neh 9:5 …“Stand up and bless the LORD your God Forever and ever! “Blessed be Your glorious name, Which is exalted above all blessing and praise!
Jesus said this:
Mat 6:9 “In this manner, therefore, pray: Our Father in heaven, Hallowed be Your name. 10 Your kingdom come. Your will be done On earth as it is in heaven. 

Nehemiah acknowledged who God is, now he Acknowledges what He did for all! 
Neh 9:6 You alone are the LORD; 
You have made heaven, 
The heaven of heavens, with all their host, 
The earth and everything on it, 
The seas and all that is in them, 
And You preserve them all. 
The host of heaven worships You. 

Nehemiah now acknowledges what God did for Israel specifically: 
Abraham (People, Law, Land)
Neh 9:7 “You are the LORD God, Who chose Abram, And brought him out of Ur of the Chaldeans, And gave him the name Abraham; 
8 You found his heart faithful before You, And made a covenant with him To give the land of the Canaanites, The Hittites, the Amorites, The Perizzites, the Jebusites, And the Girgashites– 

To give it to his descendants. You have performed Your words, For You are righteous.
God promised it to Abraham, but he never saw it; however what God says happens, no matter what Israel does! Because the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable Rom 11:29
God accomplishes His will and has His remnant. 
Abraham whose physical descendants are the Jews, WILL OCCUPY THE LAND! 

Numbers 23:19 “God is not a man, that He should lie, Nor a son of man, that He should repent. Has He said, and will He not do? Or has He spoken, and will He not make it good? 
Isa 49:14 But Zion said, “The LORD has forsaken me, And my Lord has forgotten me.” 15 “Can a woman forget her nursing child, And not have compassion on the son of her womb? Surely they may forget, Yet I will not forget you. 16 See, I have inscribed you on the palms of My hands; Your walls are continually before Me. 


Gen 15:8 And he said, “Lord GOD, how shall I know that I will inherit it?” 9 So He said to him, “Bring Me a three-year-old heifer, a three-year-old female goat, a three-year-old ram, a turtledove, and a young pigeon.” 
10 Then he brought all these to Him and cut them in two, down the middle, and placed each piece opposite the other; but he did not cut the birds in two. 17 And it came to pass, when the sun went down and it was dark,

that behold, there appeared a smoking oven and a burning torch that passed between those pieces. 
18 On the same day the LORD made a covenant with Abram, saying: “To your descendants I have given this land, from the river of Egypt to the great river, the River Euphrates– 19 “the Kenites, the Kenezzites, the Kadmonites, 20 “the Hittites, the Perizzites, the Rephaim, 21 “the Amorites, the Canaanites, the Girgashites, and the Jebusites.” 

These are Jews not Gentiles
God swore an oath, no man, no army, no theology can remove what God swore BY HIMSELF because…
Hebrews 6:13 For when God made a promise to Abraham, because He could swear by no one greater, He swore by Himself, 14 saying, “Surely blessing I will bless you, and multiplying I will multiply you.” 
 
To understand this prayer of Nehemiah and to even pray effectively, we must remind ourselves of God’s rock-solid faithfulness. 
Neh 9:9 “You saw the affliction of our fathers in Egypt, And heard their cry by the Red Sea. 10 You showed signs and wonders against Pharaoh, Against all his servants, And against all the people of his land. For You knew that they acted proudly against them. So You made a name for Yourself, as it is this day. 

11 And You divided the sea before them, So that they went through the midst of the sea on the dry land; And their persecutors You threw into the deep, As a stone into the mighty waters. 
12 Moreover You led them by day with a cloudy pillar, And by night with a pillar of fire, To give them light on the road Which they should travel. 13 “You came down also on Mount Sinai, And spoke with them from heaven, And gave them just ordinances and true laws, Good statutes and commandments. 

14 You made known to them Your holy Sabbath, And commanded them precepts, statutes and laws, By the hand of Moses Your servant. 
15 You gave them bread from heaven for their hunger, And brought them water out of the rock for their thirst, And told them to go in to possess the land Which You had sworn to give them. 
Remember the positive challenge when we see this much scripture! 

Romans 10:17 So then faith comes by hearing, and hearing by the word of God. 
Also remember the warning! 
Hebrews 5:11 of whom we have much to say, and hard to explain, since you have become dull of hearing. 12 For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you again the first principles of the oracles of God; and you have come to need milk and not solid food. 

13 For everyone who partakes only of milk is unskilled in the word of righteousness, for he is a babe. 14 But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that is, those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. 
Are we Faith Evangelical Church of “the babies”?
Are we Faith Evangelical Church of the “fully aged”?

When we are skilled, the Word Of God is sharper than a two-edged sword (Heb 4:11).
It’s truth cuts:
Neh 9:16 “But they and our fathers acted proudly, Hardened their necks, And did not heed Your commandments. 17 They refused to obey, And they were not mindful of Your wonders That You did among them. But they hardened their necks, And in their rebellion They appointed a leader To return to their bondage. 

But The truth also heals! 
9:17 But You are God, Ready to pardon, Gracious and merciful, Slow to anger, Abundant in kindness, And did not forsake them.
