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Quick review:
Scattered throughout the OT are many verses that talk of the last days! To put them in any kind of order is impossible yet that is what Christ did in the Revelation to John, chapters 6-19!
The book of Joel is one of those books of huge revelation of the last days.
We talked of a severe locust invasion (Chap 1) that Joel uses to relate to an even more severe demonic invasion coming. (Chap 2) in the last days.

Joel talks about what will happen in the later days, or trumpet judgments in the book of Revelation known as the DAY OF THE LORD!
Joel 1:15 Alas for the day! For the day of the LORD is at hand; It shall come as destruction from the Almighty. 
Rev 6:17 “For the great day of His wrath has come, and who is able to stand?”

These are just the title names, not all the descriptions of the same event which are many more then can be written here. 

The Day Of The Lord

2:1-11 – Day of the Lord is unprecedented in its destruction. (cf. Matt. 24:21) 
Mat 24:21 “For then there will be great tribulation, such as has not been since the beginning of the world until this time, no, nor ever shall be. 22 “And unless those days were shortened, no flesh would be saved; but for the elect’s sake those days will be shortened. 

2:12-17 – God wants people to repent. 2Peter 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning His promise, as some count slackness, but is longsuffering toward us, not willing that any should perish but that all should come to repentance. 
Israel…
Joel 2:12 “Now, therefore,” says the LORD, “Turn to Me with all your heart, With fasting, with weeping, and with mourning.” 

Joel 2:13 So rend your heart, and not your garments; Return to the LORD your God, 
2:15 Blow the trumpet in Zion, Consecrate a fast, Call a sacred assembly; 16 Gather the people, Sanctify the congregation, Assemble the elders, Gather the children and nursing babes; Let the bridegroom go out from his chamber, And the bride from her dressing room. 
17 Let the priests, who minister to the LORD, Weep between the porch and the altar; Let them say, “Spare Your people, O LORD, 

And do not give Your heritage to reproach, That the nations should rule over them. Why should they say among the peoples, ‘Where is their God?’ 
Zech 12:10 “And I will pour on the house of David and on the inhabitants of Jerusalem the Spirit of grace and supplication; then they will look on Me whom they pierced. Yes, they will mourn for Him as one mourns for his only son, and grieve for Him as one grieves for a firstborn. 

11 “In that day there shall be a great mourning in Jerusalem, like the mourning at Hadad Rimmon in the plain of Megiddo. 12 “And the land shall mourn, every family by itself: the family of the house of David by itself, and their wives by themselves; the family of the house of Nathan by itself, and their wives by themselves; 
13 “the family of the house of Levi by itself, and their wives by themselves; the family of Shimei by itself, and their wives by themselves; 

14 “all the families that remain, every family by itself, and their wives by themselves. 
2:18-32 – “THEN” indicates a turning point in Joel’s message. In light of Israel’s repentance, God will (1) bring vengeance on the enemies and (2) will have mercy on Israel. 
Romans 11:27 For this is My covenant with them, When I take away their sins.”
28 Concerning the gospel they are enemies for your sake, but concerning the election they are beloved 

for the sake of the fathers. 29 For the gifts and the calling of God are irrevocable. 
3:1-21 – God now calls the nations to prepare for war. Great judgment is coming (cf. Revelation 14 and 16). “ARMAGEDDON”
Joel 3:2 I will also gather all nations, And bring them down to the Valley of Jehoshaphat; And I will enter into judgment with them there On account of My people, My heritage Israel, Whom they have scattered among the nations; They have also divided up My land. 

9 Proclaim this among the nations: “Prepare for war! Wake up the mighty men, Let all the men of war draw near, Let them come up. 10 Beat your plowshares into swords And your pruning hooks into spears; Let the weak say, ‘I am strong.’ ” 
11 Assemble and come, all you nations, And gather together all around. Cause Your mighty ones to go down there, O LORD. 12 “Let the nations be wakened, and come up to the Valley of Jehoshaphat; For there I will sit to judge all the surrounding nations. 

3:13 Put in the sickle, for the harvest is ripe. Come, go down; For the winepress is full, The vats overflow– For their wickedness is great.” 14 Multitudes, multitudes in the valley of decision! For the day of the LORD is near in the valley of decision. 15 The sun and moon will grow dark, And the stars will diminish their brightness. 
16 The LORD also will roar from Zion, And utter His voice from Jerusalem; The heavens and earth will shake; But the LORD will be a shelter for His people, And the strength of the children of Israel. 

17 “So you shall know that I am the LORD your God, Dwelling in Zion My holy mountain. Then Jerusalem shall be holy, And no aliens shall ever pass through her again.” 
Rev 16:13 And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs coming out of the mouth of the dragon, out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet. 14 For they are spirits of demons, performing signs, which go out to the kings of the earth and of the whole world,


 to gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty. 
Rev 14:19 So the angel thrust his sickle into the earth and gathered the vine of the earth, and threw it into the great winepress of the wrath of God. 
20 And the winepress was trampled outside the city, and blood came out of the winepress, up to the horses’ bridles, for one thousand six hundred furlongs.
