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The prophecies in Obadiah concerning Edom/Esau.
God’s memory is very detailed and long! 
Why Edom?
           Brotherly hatred 
Gen 27:41 So Esau hated Jacob because of the blessing with which his father blessed him, and Esau said in his heart, “The days of mourning for my father are at hand; then I will kill my brother Jacob.” 
2. Would not help them during the Exodus! They ask for safe passage.

Numbers 20:18 Then Edom said to him, “You shall not pass through my land, lest I come out against you with the sword.” 20 Then he said, “You shall not pass through.” So Edom came out against them with many men and with a strong hand. 
Obadiah 1:15 … As you have done, it shall be done to you; Your reprisal/reward shall return upon your own head. 
3. Against Israel during the time of Jehoshaphat, and God destroyed them all: Ammon, Moab, Edom by civil war! 2 Chr 20:1-30

4. Their pride! Obadiah 1:3-4
5. Joined the Arabs in the 1967 war and lost big. They were literally drug into the war, Israel takes territory and Edom/Jordan is severely damaged. 
Because of all this they will cease to exist and become a land of burning pitch! 
Neh 9:30 Yet for many years You had patience with them, And testified against them by Your Spirit in Your prophets. Yet they would not listen…

THE THEME OF JOEL: THE COMING “DAY OF THE LORD.”
JOEL’S MESSAGE IS BASED ON TWO RECENT EXPERIENCES OF ISRAEL: 
(1) A devastating plague of locusts.
(2) A time of drought on the land of Israel.
THESE TWO EVENTS FORESHADOWED THE GREAT AND DEVASTATING “DAY OF THE LORD” THAT WOULD COME IN THE FUTURE.



JOEL 2:1 – 3:21

2:1-11 – Day of the Lord is unprecedented in its destruction. (cf. Matt. 24:21)

2:12-17 – God wants people to repent. (cf. Exodus 34:6-7)

2:18-32 – “THEN” indicates a turning point in Joel’s message.
	In light of Israel’s repentance, God will (1) bring vengeance on the enemies and (2) will have mercy on Israel. 
3:1-21 – God now calls the nations to prepare for war. Great judgment is coming (cf. Revelation 14 and 16). “ARMAGEDDON”

Joel 2:1 Blow the trumpet in Zion, And sound an alarm in My holy mountain! Let all the inhabitants of the land tremble; For the day of the LORD is coming, For it is at hand: 2 A day of darkness and gloominess, A day of clouds and thick darkness, Like the morning clouds spread over the mountains. A people come, great and strong, The like of whom has never been; Nor will there ever be any such after them, Even for many successive generations. 

3 A fire devours before them, And behind them a flame burns; The land is like the Garden of Eden before them, And behind them a desolate wilderness; Surely nothing shall escape them. 
4 Their appearance is like the appearance of horses; And like swift steeds, so they run. 5 With a noise like chariots Over mountaintops they leap, Like the noise of a flaming fire that devours the stubble, Like a strong people set in battle array. 6 Before them the people writhe in pain; All faces are drained of color.

7 They run like mighty men, They climb the wall like men of war; Every one marches in formation, And they do not break ranks. 8 They do not push one another; Every one marches in his own column. Though they lunge between the weapons, They are not cut down. 
9 They run to and fro in the city, They run on the wall; They climb into the houses, They enter at the windows like a thief. 10 The earth quakes before them, The heavens tremble; 

The sun and moon grow dark, And the stars diminish their brightness. 11 The LORD gives voice before His army, For His camp is very great; For strong is the One who executes His word. For the day of the LORD is great and very terrible; Who can endure it? 
Joel is describing 2 separate invasions into one. Rev 9 gives us more detail and like the Revelation always does, takes all the prophecies of the Old Test and sets them in chronological order. 
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Rev 9:1 Then the fifth angel sounded: And I saw a star fallen from heaven to the earth. To him was given the key to the bottomless pit. 2 And he opened the bottomless pit, and smoke arose out of the pit like the smoke of a great furnace. So the sun and the air were darkened because of the smoke of the pit. 
3 Then out of the smoke locusts came upon the earth. And to them was given power, as the scorpions of the earth have power. 

4 They were commanded not to harm the grass of the earth, or any green thing, or any tree, but only those men who do not have the seal of God on their foreheads. 
5 And they were not given authority to kill them, but to torment them for five months. Their torment was like the torment of a scorpion when it strikes a man. 6 In those days men will seek death and will not find it; they will desire to die, and death will flee from them. 

7 The shape of the locusts was like horses prepared for battle. On their heads were crowns of something like gold, and their faces were like the faces of men. 8 They had hair like women’s hair, and their teeth were like lions’ teeth. 
9 And they had breastplates like breastplates of iron, and the sound of their wings was like the sound of chariots with many horses running into battle.10 They had tails like scorpions, and there were stings in their tails. Their power was to hurt men five months. 

11 And they had as king over them the angel of the bottomless pit, whose name in Hebrew is Abaddon, but in Greek he has the name Apollyon. 12 One woe is past. Behold, still two more woes are coming after these things. 
13 Then the sixth angel sounded: And I heard a voice from the four horns of the golden altar which is before God, 14 saying to the sixth angel who had the trumpet, “Release the four angels who are bound at the great river Euphrates.”

15 So the four angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and year, were released to kill a third of mankind. 16 Now the number of the army of the horsemen was two hundred million; I heard the number of them.
 17 And thus I saw the horses in the vision: those who sat on them had breastplates of fiery red, hyacinth blue, and sulfur yellow; and the heads of the horses were like the heads of lions; and out of their mouths came fire, smoke, and brimstone. 

18 By these three plagues a third of mankind was killed–by the fire and the smoke and the brimstone which came out of their mouths. 19 For their power is in their mouth and in their tails; for their tails are like serpents, having heads; and with them they do harm. 
No repentance here
Israel will repent before the coming of Messiah!
