The past and the present are the same, nothing has changed!
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The hatred for Jesus is the same hatred then and now with the Jewish leadership. It is this leadership that must and will be broken in the tribulation period.  
Past problem: 
Micah 3:9 Now hear this, You heads of the house of Jacob And rulers of the house of Israel, Who abhor justice And pervert all equity, 10 Who build up Zion with bloodshed And Jerusalem with iniquity: 
11 Her heads judge for a bribe, Her priests teach for pay, And her prophets divine for money. 

Yet they lean on the LORD, and say, “Is not the LORD among us? No harm can come upon us.” 12 Therefore because of you Zion shall be plowed like a field, Jerusalem shall become heaps of ruins, And the mountain of the temple Like the bare hills of the forest.
From Micah to Jerusalem being destroyed by Babylon, was 175 yrs!   
Micah’s time to Jesus’ time, 700 years.
Luke 19:41 Now as He drew near, He saw the city and wept over it, 42 saying, 

“If you had known, even you, especially in this your day, the things that make for your peace! But now they are hidden from your eyes. 43 “For days will come upon you when your enemies will build an embankment around you, surround you and close you in on every side, 
44 “and level you, and your children within you, to the ground; and they will not leave in you one stone upon another, because you did not know the time of your visitation.” 

From Jesus’ prophecy to the destruction of Jerusalem was 40 years!
Church, the Jewish Rabbi’s need to ask themselves why such a horrible thing happened in 70AD.
Note this: 
Promised land entrance 40 years delayed because of unbelief in God’s promises!
Jerusalem destroyed and Babylonian   captivity 70 years because of unbelief in God’s promises!

Jerusalem destroyed; Jews dispersed into all the nations for 1,878 years! What severe thing did they do to receive this? 
1. During Moses they saw amazing miracles ten times! 
2. During the time leading up to the first captivity they were warned centuries night and day by the Prophets!!!  
3. During the time leading up to 70AD destruction according to the Talmud, “The people were good, but we Jews just didn’t get along and hated each other!!!! 

You must ask, what gave the Jews such destruction and length of time punishment that was so much worse than the other times?
WE JUST DIDN’T GET ALONG there was hatred???? 
No! They rejected their Messiah, THE SON OF GOD whom God the Father sent! 
They did not recognize the time of their visitation, and the leaders will say anything to avoid Jesus.

Luke 6:6 Now it happened on another Sabbath, also, that He entered the synagogue and taught. And a man was there whose right hand was withered. 7 So the scribes and Pharisees watched Him closely, whether He would heal on the Sabbath, that they might find an accusation against Him. 
8 But He knew their thoughts, and said to the man who had the withered hand, “Arise and stand here.” And he arose and stood. 9 Then Jesus said to them, “I will ask you one thing:

Is it lawful on the Sabbath to do good or to do evil, to save life or to destroy?” 10 And when He had looked around at them all, He said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” And he did so, and his hand was restored as whole as the other. 11 But they were filled with rage, and discussed with one another what they might do to Jesus. In Matthew He adds this reasoning which they will ignore…
Mathew 12:11 Then He said to them, “What man is there among you who has one sheep, 

and if it falls into a pit on the Sabbath, will not lay hold of it and lift it out? 12 “Of how much more value then is a man than a sheep? Therefore it is lawful to do good on the Sabbath.” 
Mark 3:1 And He entered the synagogue again, and a man was there who had a withered hand. 2 So they watched Him closely, whether He would heal him on the Sabbath, so that they might accuse Him. 3 And He said to the man who had the withered hand, “Step forward.” 

4 Then He said to them, “Is it lawful on the Sabbath to do good or to do evil, to save life or to kill?” But they kept silent. 5 And when He had looked around at them with anger, being grieved by the hardness of their hearts, He said to the man, “Stretch out your hand.” And he stretched it out, and his hand was restored as whole as the other. 
6 Then the Pharisees went out and immediately plotted with the
Herodians against Him, how they might destroy Him.

“The enemy of my enemy is my friend; the Pharisees hated the Herodians. 
This was a setup to see if Jesus would break their Mishna law again.  
Once again, it doesn’t say if the man had faith, because Jesus up till Mat 12 is doing miracles to authenticate that He is the Messiah. These signs are done so Israel as a nation would believe. 
Matthew 12 will change everything.

Now many are following Him…
Mat 12:15 But when Jesus knew it, He withdrew from there. And great multitudes followed Him, and He healed them all. 16 Yet He warned them not to make Him known, 17 that it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Isaiah the prophet, saying: 
18 “Behold! My Servant whom I have chosen, My Beloved in whom My soul is well pleased! I will put My Spirit upon Him, And He will declare justice to the Gentiles.  

19 He will not quarrel nor cry out, Nor will anyone hear His voice in the streets.  20 A bruised reed He will not break, And smoking flax He will not quench, Till He sends forth justice to victory;  21 And in His name Gentiles will trust.” 
The gospel of Mark gives us even more.
Mark 3:7 But Jesus withdrew with His disciples to the sea. And a great multitude from Galilee followed Him, and from Judea 8 and Jerusalem and Idumea and beyond the Jordan; and those from Tyre and Sidon, 

a great multitude, when they heard how many things He was doing, came to Him. 9 So He told His disciples that a small boat should be kept ready for Him because of the multitude, lest they should crush Him. 10 For He healed many, so that as many as had afflictions pressed about Him to touch Him. 
11 And the unclean spirits, whenever they saw Him, fell down before Him and cried out, saying, “You are the Son of God.” 12 But He sternly warned them that they should not make Him known. 

Once again, demons are silenced because they have not been given permission to speak by the LORD OF LORDS. He commands all things and will be out ranked by no one! They only get to speak when He commands it. 
Mat 11:27 “All things have been delivered to Me by My Father, and no one knows the Son except the Father. Nor does anyone know the Father except the Son, and the one to whom the Son wills to reveal Him.
