1. Against what geographical feature did Ezekiel prophesy (figuratively)? (6:1-3) 
The mountains of Israel
1. What did God promise that Israel would see at all the sites of pagan worship? (6:4-6) 
The alters would be ruined, the incense alters broken, The slain thrown done in front of their idols, the idols to be shattered and demolished, incense alters will be broken and your works wiped out
1. What knowledge would come out of the devastation to be visited on Israel? (6:7) 
You will know that I am the Lord
1. What would happen to those who escaped death by the sword? (6:8) 
They would be scattered in foreign lands
1. *What would become apparent to the exiles about God and about themselves? (6:9) 
The survivors will remember God among the nations where the are exiled, they will realize how I was crushed by their unfaithful heart as they turned away and their eyes lusted after their idols
1. By carrying through on His Word, what was God proving about His threats? (6:10) 
That what God says he will do he WILL do
1. What attitude and emotion did God command Ezekiel to demonstrate? (6:11) 
Clap your hands, stamp your feet and say Ah!
1. *How was God going to express His wrath against Israel? (6:12) 
The one far away will die by pestilence, the one close by will fall by the sword, and whoever is left and has escaped these will die by famine. I will fully vent my rage against them
1. *Where would the greatest concentration of the dead be found when God judged Israel? (6:13) 
They will be found around their alters on every high hill and mountain, every green tree and leafy oak tree, places they made offerings to all their idols
1. What was the primary purpose of God’s wrath and judgment? (6:14) 
So that they know I am the Lord
Get It
1. *Why did God feel such hatred for the "high places" to be found in Israel? 
 It was not where he told them to worship
1. What message would be communicated by a smashed altar? 
Do not worship false gods
1. *Why is it important for God’s people to "know that I am the Lord"? 
So they worship the God over them, not a made up one
1. What are the modern-day idols (false gods) that divert us from worshiping of the one true and living God?  
False teachers not teaching God, Rock stars, celebrities, wealthy, sport figures
1. How often do you find yourself grieving and mourning over personal or societal sin?
Not as often as I should

1. *What would be an appropriate way for you to express to God your grief over sin in your life?
