Proper attitudes towards others

Last time we met we were working through the Beatitudes which are included in the Sermon on the Mount.
This is one of the most misunderstood teachings.  
Is it for today? Is it for the church? Is it for the future Kingdom?
It is the true righteousness of the first covenant, unlike the righteousness of the Pharisee’s oral law. 
Jesus said, “not one jot or tittle of the Law will pass away until ALL IS FULFILLED!”  

Obviously, we are not under the first covenant today, for it has been REPLACED with something better.
Jeremiah 30:31 “Behold, the days are coming, says the LORD, when I will make a new covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah– 32 “not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day that I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt, My covenant which they broke, though I was a husband to them, says the LORD. 

Jesus is better! 
Hebrews 8:13 In that He says, “A new covenant,” He has made the first obsolete. Now what is becoming obsolete and growing old is ready to vanish away. 
The sacrificial system ended with the death and resurrection of Messiah
Hebrews 9:24 For Christ has not entered the holy places made with hands, which are copies of the true, but into heaven itself, now to appear in the presence of God for us; 

Bad theology attempts to mix the two covenants. They are not to be co-mingled. 
Granted some things are replicated into the New but not by Cherry picking from the Mosaic law. 
2 Corinthians 3:12 Therefore, since we have such hope, we use great boldness of speech– 13 unlike Moses, who put a veil over his face so that the children of Israel could not look steadily at the end of what was passing away. 14 But their minds were blinded. 

For until this day the same veil remains unlifted in the reading of the Old Testament, because the veil is taken away in Christ. 15 But even to this day, when Moses is read, a veil lies on their heart. 16 Nevertheless when one turns to the Lord, the veil is taken away. 
Even with these very clear teachings, the Mosaic law seeks to creep back in by those who do not understand.
It is a problem today and very early during Paul’s time!

Even Peter a pillar of the Church had trouble!
Galatians 2:11 Now when Peter had come to Antioch, I withstood him to his face, because he was to be blamed; 12 for before certain men came from James, he would eat with the Gentiles; but when they came, he withdrew and separated himself, fearing those who were of the circumcision. 
Church We are to advance on things that make for maturity… 


Hebrews 5:12 For though by this time you ought to be teachers, you need someone to teach you again the first principles of the oracles of God; and you have come to need milk and not solid food. 13 For everyone who partakes only of milk is unskilled in the word of righteousness, for he is a babe. 
14 But solid food belongs to those who are of full age, that is, those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. 

Heb 6:1 Therefore, leaving the discussion of the elementary principles of Christ, let us go on to perfection, not laying again the foundation of repentance from dead works and of faith toward God, 2 of the doctrine of baptisms, of laying on of hands, of resurrection of the dead, and of eternal judgment. 
Going back to the Mosaic Law is not a sign of maturity but immaturity!
So, with that, today’s teaching is now on those Beatitudes that relate to relationship to God. 

Mat 5:7 Blessed are the merciful, For they shall obtain mercy. 
8 Blessed are the pure in heart, For they shall see God. 
9 Blessed are the peacemakers, For they shall be called sons of God. 
10 Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake, For theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 
11 “Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against you falsely for My sake. 

12 “Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in heaven, for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you. 
The first five of these are repeated to us in the Epistles.

Mat 5:7 Blessed are the merciful, For they shall obtain mercy. 
James 2:13 For judgment is without mercy to the one who has shown no mercy. Mercy triumphs over judgment. 

Mat 5:8 Blessed are the pure in heart, For they shall see God. 
This is a huge teaching in the Law; the religious leaders were whitewashed tombs.
Psalms 24:3 Who may ascend into the hill of the LORD? Or who may stand in His holy place? 4 He who has clean hands and a pure heart, Who has not lifted up his soul to an idol, Nor sworn deceitfully. 
1 Peter 1:22 Since you have purified your souls in obeying the truth through 

the Spirit in sincere love of the brethren, love one another fervently with a pure heart, 
1 Timothy 1:5 Now the purpose of the commandment is love from a pure heart, from a good conscience, and from sincere faith, 
Mat 5:9 Blessed are the peacemakers, For they shall be called sons of God. 
Another big teaching in the Law:
Psalms 34:14 Depart from evil and do good; Seek peace and pursue it. 



Romans 14:19 Therefore let us pursue the things which make for peace and the things by which one may edify another. 
This is probably one of the biggest failures between believers in the body!
This whole chapter 14 in Romans would solve much in the Church. Every word that comes out of our mouth will be judged by God
Rom 14:10 But why do you judge your brother? Or why do you show contempt for your brother? For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ. 

11 For it is written: “As I live, says the LORD, Every knee shall bow to Me, And every tongue shall confess to God.”  12 So then each of us shall give account of himself to God. 
Pursuing peace means do we build up or discourage? 
When new ideas or ministries come our way, are we a stumbling block or an encouraging help in the Spirit of Christ? Do we discourage or encourage? Do we allow the old man or new man to rule in our hearts?

Mat 5:10 Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness’ sake, For theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 11 “Blessed are you when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against you falsely for My sake.
12 “Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in heaven, for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you. 
Everyone of the apostles died for “The Faith” except John, who was boiled in oil and exiled. 

Remember the Hebrew Christians? They weren’t dying but the pressure on them was severe.
Hebrews 12:3 For consider Him who endured such hostility from sinners against Himself, lest you become weary and discouraged in your souls. 4 You have not yet resisted to bloodshed, striving against sin. 
Remember: 
John 15:18 “If the world hates you, you know that it hated Me before it hated you. 

19 “If you were of the world, the world would love its own. Yet because you are not of the world, but I chose you out of the world, therefore the world hates you. 
And this:
James 1:2 My brethren, count it all joy when you fall into various trials, 3 knowing that the testing of your faith produces patience.
 4 But let patience have its perfect work, that you may be perfect and complete, lacking nothing.
