1. How would you describe a specific experience of being awestruck? 
Birth of our child and what I needed to do
1. *What, in your mind, is spiritual emptiness or dryness, and how do you feel when you experience it? 
When nothing you try to do within the Church works as you think it should, I feel defeated and get down

1. How did Ezekiel attempt to describe what he saw in the presence of God? (10:1) 
He saw the likeness of a throne of sapphire
1. *What did God command his servant to do with the coals he was to take from between the wheels of the cherubim? (10:2) 
Scattered them over the city
1. *As Ezekiel watched, what movement took place first with the cloud that represented God’s glory? (10:3-4) 
It filled the inner court, then the glory of the Lord rose from above the cherubim and moved to the threshold of the temple, filling it and Gods radiance shown
1. How far did the radiance and sound of God’s glory extend? (10:4-5) 
As far as the outer court
1. How did one of the cherubim assist the man in white with the coals? (10:6-7) 
The cherubim took the fire from among the wheels and gave it to the man in linen, who then took it out
1. What new detail did Ezekiel learn about the cherubim as he watched? (10:8) 
The cherubim had what looked like hands under their wings
1. What did Ezekiel notice about the wheels of the cherubim? (10:9-11) 
There was one wheel next to each cherubim, all looking alike, each wheel intersecting another, and they would go whichever way the cherubim’s faced without turning as they went
1. What unique feature virtually covered the cherubim? (10:12) 
Eyes everywhere, back, hand, wings, as were their four wheels
1. What did the four faces of the cherubim look like to Ezekiel? (10:14) 
A cherub, face of a man, lion, and an eagle
1. How were the wheels related to the creatures Ezekiel called cherubim? (10:15-17) 
The wheels remained at their sides as they rose and moved about
1. *What specific movements of the glory of the Lord did Ezekiel witness? (10:18-19) 
The glory of the lord departed from over the threshold of the temple and stopped about the cherubim, they spread their wings and rose and as they went the wheels went with them. They stopped at the entrance to the east gate of the Lord’s house and the glory of God was above them
1. Where had Ezekiel seen the living creatures before? (10:20-22) 
Beneath the God of Israel by the Kebar river
1. What features of the cherubim especially stood out in Ezekiel’s mind? (10:21-22) 
They had four faces, and four wings, and what looked like hands of man, they were just the same as those he had seen at the Kebar River
Get It
1. What do you think motivated Ezekiel to describe everything he saw in such detail? 
So, when others saw them, they would know the truth of what he said
1. Why was it valuable to Israel that the presence of the Lord inhabited the temple? 
So, they could worship in his presence
1. *How do you suppose it felt for a faithful servant of God to watch the glory depart from the temple? 
Sad as it meant they were living wrong and sinning
1. *How would you characterize the idol worshipers’ awareness of the glory of the Lord and His departure? 
Not aware at all
1. Why do people sometimes take the presence of God for granted? 
Just as we take people for granted, always there and always will be until it changes and shocks them

1. *How can you take advantage of your status as a child of God to cultivate and enjoy the presence of God?
